Women’s 2009 55TH ANNUAL Tournament Rules

1. ELIGIBILITY:  All entrants must be current members of the Greater Roanoke Area USBC  and USBC, by the deadline of the tournament entry.  Unmarried students under the age of eighteen (18) must file a parental consent form.

2. HANDICAP:  The tournament shall be handicapped and consist of a five (5) women team event, doubles event and singles event. Optional scratch singles and all events will be available.  Three (3) consecutive games shall be bowled in each event and total pins, including handicap shall determine the winner.  Optional scratch all events will be based on first three (3) games in each event, excluding handicap. The total of nine games bowled shall determine the all events winner (both handicap & scratch).  The handicap shall be computed on 100% of the difference of the individual average and 300, multiplied by three (3). PLEASE SEE NOTE BELOW FOR USBC COMMENT REGARDING HANDICAP.

3. AVERAGE:  All entrants must use their: 1. Highest USBC certified league average in the Greater Roanoke Area USBC 2007-2008 Average Book, regardless of whether bowled as a regular member or a substitute.  2.  Those entrants not having a Greater Roanoke Area USBC current Book average, shall use their highest 2008 Summer Book average.  3. If no Summer Average they shall use their highest current average as of December 31, 2008, in a Greater Roanoke Area USBC certified league, provided 12 games or more have been bowled.  Use this order when determining average eligibility: 1. First  2. Second and 3. Last.  An entrant not meeting any of these requirements for average may bowl in this tournament using a 210 average.  A bowler will be reclassified to her higher average, if submitted average is lower than the current average.  Prize winnings shall be based on the submitted average if it is higher than the correct average. 

4. SCHEDULING: Entries shall be scheduled according to requests if possible and in the order they are received. Teams wanting to cross lanes shall send entries and fees in the same envelope.  All entries postmarked the FIRST POST OFFICE BUSINESS DAY following the entry closing date shall be accepted.NO FEES WILL BE REFUNDED.  Entry fees shall be paid by check or Money Order, payable to Greater Roanoke Area USBC. All returned checks shall be assessed a $25.00 charge, and the entire entry will be held in abeyance until restitution is made.

5. MULTIPLE PARTICIPATION: All entrants may participate in Team Event four (4) times, however, no more the three (3) players on one (1) team can place more than once in the prize list for position standings. Make-up teams are allowed. Entrants may participate only ONCE in the doubles/singles event. When an entrant competes more than once in team events, her FIRST appearance in the team event shall count towards her all events score.

6. SUBSTITUTIONS:  Substitution shall be allowed in some events, when replacement is necessary.  The tournament director must be advised of substitution at least one (1) hour before the scheduled bowling time if possible.  In case of an emergency after a game has started, a substitute, if one is available, shall be allowed in the team and doubles event only.  The combined scores are to count in either of these events.  If a substitute is available, only the actual score, plus handicap shall count.  Substitutes ARE NOT REQUIRED to reimburse the original entrant with the entry fee paid, nor shall the substitute be expected to give the original entrant any prize money or awards she may win. 

7. ORDER OF BOWLING:  Each event shall be bowled on one (1) pair of lanes.  If a team is scheduled alone on a pair of lanes, the team shall complete one frame on one (1) lane before starting another frame on an adjoining lane (USBC Rule 325).In no event shall a bowler be allowed to finish the game before her scheduled turn.  The tournament director shall assign lanes for each event.  Singles are to be bowled immediately following the doubles event on the same pair of lanes.  In the event that her doubles partner has not arrived by the start of the doubles event, the bowler present may bowl her singles first, and if a substitution is not available, she will be permitted to bowl her games in the doubles event in order to qualify for all events.

8. TARDINESS:  Any player or team arriving after the game has started will be allowed to bowl and the score(s) count beginning with the frame then being  bowled. NO SCORE WILL BE GIVEN FOR FRAMES MISSED.

9. CHECK-IN:  In the team event, the captain shall check in the entire team with the tournament office one (1) hour prior to scheduled bowling time.  All bowlers in the doubles/singles events shall check in with the tournament office one (1) hour prior to bowling time. If all participants in each event are in attendance, check-in may be made prior to these times.

10. PROTESTS:  Any protests affecting errors in scoring must be reported to the tournament director within TWENTY- FOUR (24) HOURS from competition, and all protests affecting eligibility and general playing rules must be filed prior to the date announced for prize distribution.

11. TIES FOR POSITION:  In the event a tie occurs for first (1st) place in any event, the GRAUSBC shall declare co-champions with first and second place prize money divided equally and duplicate awards shall be awarded. All other ties shall be added to the following positions, and divided equally.

12. PRIZES:  Prize money paid into each event will be returned to the winners in that event only.  Prize money will be paid for handicap scores, with at least one (1) prize for each eight (8) entries. Both optional paid scratch singles and scratch all events prize money will be awarded to members entering such event.  Optional paid all events (handicap and scratch) may not be transferred unless the substitute replaced the original entrant in all three (3) events, and the transfer is made before the bowler involved has participated in any event.  Entrants shall use their first three (3) games bowled in a team event towards their all events total.  All prizes shall be distributed within thirty (30) days after completion of the tournament, unless a delay is authorized by USBC pending settlement of a protest affecting position standings.
