Tournament Rules

1. AVERAGE: All bowlers will use their highest 2024–2025 Winter adult sanctioned average (minimum of 21 games). The 10-pin rule is in effect. If a bowler has a current average as of January 30, 2026 that is 10 or more pins higher than their yearbook average, they are required to report and use the higher average. Bowlers must provide verification of the reported average (a league standing sheet is acceptable). Failure to report a higher average may result in disqualification. Bowlers who cannot establish a valid average will compete as scratch. Tournament Directors reserve the right to re-rate any tournament bowler.

2. USBC Tournament Rules will govern. To qualify as a participant, all bowlers must be a member of the Greater Roanoke Area USBC (GRAUSBC). Unattached members may enter under the conditions outlined in Rule 300c.

3. Hdcp Team event is 4 bowlers (any gender) and is a required entry. There will be an optional singles (M or F) event and an optional Women’s singles event. Women are eligible for both optional singles events. These events will use your team scores to determine places (no additional games will be bowled) 
4. Entry fees paid by 1/30/26 are $140 per team ($35 per person). Entries received after 1/30/26 and re-entries are $160 per team ($40 per person). All other additional events are $10 per person. Women can enter the optional singles along with the women’s singles.
5. Allowed to enter multiple times but can only cash 1 time with the same team unless team is constructed with 2 different members. Can only cash one time in the optional singles—highest score will be used

6. Handicap based on 90% of 230.  

7. Protests involving any scores must be made before payment of tournament prizes.

8. One place paid for every 8 entries in each event.  Payouts will take place at the Hall of Fame banquet.
9. Tournament Directors are Jason Pauley and Kathy Alachnowicz.  Tournament directors are eligible to bowl in the tournament and will decide any questions not covered by USBC tournament rules.
